1.1 Background

Members will be aware that the Royal National Lifeboat Institution (RLNI) asked Council to consider
their proposal to station an All Weather Lifeboat (AWB) at Red Bay and to ask the Causeway Coast
and Glens Borough Council support in assisting this process.

It was approved in September 2015 that Council support the project and permit officers to review
the proposals for berthing the All Weather Lifeboat at Redbay Pier. The RLNI have stated that they
do not see this as having any financial implications for the Council and they see this new service
being of great benefit to the Causeway Coast & Glens Borough Council.

Officers have been in consultation with RLNI, their Consultants and the harbour users and are
satisfied that the RNLI’s proposal to trial an all-weather lifeboat, based at Redbay harbour, can be
delivered without displacement or interruption of service to any current harbour users.

Officers will continue to work closely with the RNLI, throughout initial setup and during the trial
period, to ensure that any user concerns are addressed.

Recommendation
It is recommended that Council approves and supports the trial for berthing at Redbay Pier.
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
