Background

On 16" December 2015 the Northern Ireland Environment Agency (NIEA) wrote
to Council advising that the listing of the Water Fountain at Captain Street,
Coleraine, is being considered under Section 80(1) of The Planning Act (NI) 2011
(see report at Appendix 1).

The fountain is classified as “...a rare surviving example of its type within the
context of Northern Ireland....of historical interest as it predates mains water
installation; it is thought that a bore hole drew spring water from 80ft below.
Significant also from a social perspective as a supply of fresh water to local
residents, many of whom would not have this facility within their own homes; as
such it became an informal gathering point.”

NIEA has requested Council’s view on this proposed listing within 6 weeks of the
date of the letter sent (by 27" January 2016). However, planning officials have
agreed an extension on this date to allow for presentation of the proposal at the
February Planning Committee Meeting, following which a response will issue
immediately from the Head of Planning to NIEA.

Exterior Description and Setting
Cast iron water fountain, built c.1870 to designs by engineering firm, Glenfield Company Limited, set on the
outer edge of the pavement and located on the south side of Lower Captain Street, Coleraine.

Square pillar formed entirely in cast iron, identical on all four sides with the exception of the east face that has
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spout, lion-head, engraving and button. Greek key engraving to plinth, filleted to narrower base with fluted
moulding in framed panel, tapered in to support the main shaft, also panelled with raised cable moulding
topped by beaded and curved cornice. A smaller shallow chamfared square cap with chevron-indented
edging sits atop the comice, crowned by a circular plate that rises to form an elliptical finial and culminates in
a rounded paint,

Water issues from lion-head spout on the east face, bolted within cable-moulded panel mounted to body,
spilling into square rough concrete block basin beneath; floriate medaliion above has button to operate
fountain but water running constantly at present; 'GLENFIELD Co LIMITED KILMARNOCK' makers name
below spout.

Situated on edge of the footpath, in front of modernised warehouse building that is adjacent to a row of
terraced houses, on a street that inclines steeply within the Coleraine Town Centre Area of Townscapa
Character, on the West side of Bann River.

Historical information

A fountain, depicted as rectangular in plan and indicated by the letter ‘P’ (for pump), is shown on this site on
the 1882 OS town plan of Coleraine. Whether this is the same apparatus we see today is not certain, but on
the balance of evidence it appears likely that it was in place at this date.

The fountain's cast iron casing is stamped ‘Glenfield Co. Limited Kilmarmock'. This firm was established in
1885. Its principal founder was Thomas Kennedy Snr., who in 1852 patented a design for a water meter,
setting up a private venture - 'The Kennedy Patent Water Mater Co.' -in 1863 to facilitate its production.
Glenfield's role was to make eastings for the mater, but within a few years it had expanded into the
manufacture of hydraulic pumps, sluice valves, cranes and fittings for waterworks and docks, many of its
pumps sporting a distinctive lion’s head spout. In 1897 the two firms merged, becoming Glenfield & Kennedy
Ltd. by 1899, the largest business of its type in the then British Empire.

Guing by this information it would seem probable, therefore, that this fountain dates from sometime after the
later 1860s, (when the Glenfield Company expanded its lines of manufacture), but before 1897 - and judging
from the evidence of the aforementioned map - probably before 1882. An October 2015 article in the
Coleraine Times states that ‘a bore hole was sunk in Captain Street in 1870 and spring water was found at
80 feet', suggesting that the machinery was installed either in the same year or shorily afterwards.

On the 1904, 1922 and 1949 OS maps the fountain is not shown as such, its position simply marked "WT'
{presumably ‘water trough’). It is noted as a ‘pump’ on the 1873 map and its successors.

Evaluation

Cast iran water fountain, built c.1870 and located at the pavement's edge on the scuth side of Lower Captain
Street, Coleraine. Designed by engineering firm Glenfield Company Limited, it is a rare surviving @xample of
its type within the context of Northern treland. Square on plan with Classical proportions to main shaft; the
distinctive lion-head surround to the water spout is typical of that used on water fountains at this time. The
ornate decoration and elliptical ball finial is indicative of the attention to detail given to street furniture in the
late Victorian era. Of historical interest as it predates mains water installation; it is thought that a bore hole
drew spring water from BOft below. Significant also from a social perspective as a supply fresh water to local
residents, many of whom would not have this facility within their own homes; as such it became an informal
gathering paint.
