Derry City and Strabane District Council Local Development Plan 2030 (LDP) Statutory
Consultation prior to Preferred Options Paper

I am writing in accordance with Regulation 9 (1) of the Planning (Local Development Plan)
Regulations (Northern Ireland) 2015 to engage with you, as a ‘consultation body’, prior to
the publication of our Preferred Options Paper (POP). Derry City and Strabane District
Council is currently progressing the preparation of the Local Development Plan (LDP) for our
District and the next formal step in the process will be the publication of the POP in spring
of next year.

discuss?

e Arethere any other additional areas of LDP-relevance to your organisation that you
wish to raise?

In addition to your written submission, if you think it would be useful to meet and to discuss
the potential benefits and opportunities arising out of the preparation of our LDP, then
Planning officials will endeavour to facilitate this.
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If you do wish to meet, please contact Jonny McNee to arrange a convenient date. However,
I would still be grateful for your comments on those pertinent LDP matters, as soon as
possible, not later than 6 weeks from this letter, by 11% January 2017.

The Council also proposes to bring together a series of Stakeholder Groups and also a ‘LDP
Consultee Team, of certain key consultees, for a defined number of meetings at key stages
of the LDP preparation process. If relevant, this Team would include a senior operational
member of your organisation for the purposes of ensuring consultee co-ordination and
partnership, as well as inputting to the LDP’s Sustainability Assessment. We will be in touch
in due course, as appropriate.

The Derry City & Strabane District LDP 2030 is being progressed by the LDP team within the
Council’s Planning Department located primarily in the Council offices in Derry. Address
details are on the previous page, but key contacts are set out below in Appendix A, for your
information.
