1.0 Background 
1.1 On 19th March 2015 the Northern Ireland Environment Agency (NIEA) wrote to 

Ballymoney Borough Council advising that the listing of the Former Police 
Station, 79 Charlotte Street, Townparks, Ballymoney is being considered under 
Article 42(1) of the Planning (NI) Order 1991 (see report at Appendix A). 

 
1.2 The building is classified as “an important surviving group comprising a former 

jail and adjacent former court house. Although converted into a police station in 
the 20th Century, the core of the original jail building and its former “keeper’s 
house” are clearly identifiable and considerable original building fabric remains. 
The 1920’s conversion involved adding some good architectural details; most 
notable a fine Art Deco full height open newel type staircase. Generally the 
complex with its adjacent court house, are of considerable social importance, 
having placed a significant role in the lives of 19th Century Ballymoney.” 
 

1.3 The extent of the listing covers the main three storey block and former 
constable’s house and walling. 
 

1.4 NIEA has requested Council view on this proposed listing, within 6 weeks of the 
date of the letter (by 30th April 2015). 

 
2.0 Recommendation 

 
2.1 IT IS RECOMMENDED that the Causeway Coast and Glens Borough Council
