Exterior Description and Setting
A stone and brick single-arch railway bridge built in 1887 for the Giant's Causeway Tramway.

This bridge carries a single line of operational 3-ft gauge track over a stream through the sand dunes at

Runkerry Beach, between Bushmills and the Giant's Causeway.

The abutments are of quarried random rubble basalt brought to courses and embellished with rock-faced

basalt quoins. The arch spans 8ft (2.46m) and is ¢.45ft (14m) deep. Its voussoirs and soffit comprise

four courses of red brick and contrast with the random rubble basalt spandrels which are coped with a

single course of partly-dressed stones. There were never any parapets, although a modern wooden
picket fence now runs along its east side.

The new line of track crosses the bridge towards its west (seaward) side, with a gravel public footpath at
east. The bed of the stream has been consolidated as part of the line's refurbishment works. The flow is
now confined to a cement-lined channel within the arch and discharges over a c.3ft high weir on exiting
the bridge.

The bridge lies in the Bushfoot sand dunes just above the beach. Runkerry House (HB05/08/010) is
within view to the north, at the end of the strand.

Historical Information

The Giant's Causeway tramway was opened as a tourist attraction between Portrush and Bushmills by
the Giant's Causeway, Portrush & Bush Valley Railway & Tramway Co in January 1883. Instigated by
William Traill, the 3ft-gauge, 6% mile long tramway has the distinction of being the first in the world to be
powered by hydro-electricity; this was generated at Walkmills on the River Bush, just south of Bushmills.

Passenger services proved so popular that a 2% mile extension to the Giant's Causeway was opened in
1887. This extension had two bridges along its course: this one over a stream, and the better-known
Victoria Jubilee Bridge over the Bush (a three-span girder bridge).

The line eventually closed in 1949 after 66 years of service; the power station was dismantled and the
track lifted.

The line was reopened as a tourist attraction in 2002 by the Giants Causeway & Bushmills Railway
Company Ltd, a not-for-profit organisation. This entailed refurbishment of the bridge under review and
renewing the girder spans of the Jubilee Bridge. The locos and rolling stock were brought from a tourist
railway at Shane's Castle, Co Antrim.

The course of the line and this uncaptioned bridge are shown on the 1904 OS map and subsequent
editions.

Evaluation

Although by no means a large bridge, this example is nevertheless a good example of a masonry bridge
incorporating a brick arch. As such, not only was it relatively simple to build, but the red brick made a
striking visual contrast with the black basalt from which the rest of it was constructed. The bridge's fabric
is entirely authentic and it is also of historic importance being the only original bridge left on the entire
route of the Portrush-Bushmills tramway. The Giant's Causeway tramway was opened as a tourist
attraction between Portrush and Bushmills by the Giant's Causeway, Portrush & Bush Valley Railway &
Tramway Co in January 1883. Instigated by William Traill, the 3ft-gauge, 6% mile long tramway has the
distinction of being the first in the world to be powered by hydro-electricity; this was generated at
Walkmills on the River Bush, just south of Bushmills

Exterior Description and Setting

The Bushmills War Memorial entitled 'R.I.R" - (Royal Irish Rifles) is composed of a smooth granite two-
stepped base and rough hewn plinth with a life size bronze figure of a soldier on top. Created and
erected as a permanent memorial in 1921 by the Victorian sculptor Charles Leonard Hartwell (the
builders were Messrs Christie) and it was officially unveiled on 5th November 1921 by Lady Macnaghten
of Dundarave House. Prior to its unveiling it had been exhibited at the Royal Academy in London. The
War Memorial is located in the centre of Market Square as an island where three roads converge in the
centre of Bushmills village; Main Street, Lower Main Street and Bridge Street.

The inscriptions are contained on bronze plaques on the rough hewn granite plinth; there is also a
bronze wreath to the South-west side.

On top of the plinth is a life size bronze figure of a soldier with an upraised rifle and bayonet facing
South-west.

A plague was later added to the memorial (to the SW side) for Robert Quigg (1885-1955) who was the
recipient of the Victoria Cross for exceptional braveryat the Battle of the Somme during the First World
War.

In 2009 a schedule of works were carried out on the memorial, this included the rebuilding of the granite
plinth, cleaning of the stone face and the re-pointing of the stonework using hydraulic lime mortar. The
figure of the solider, plagues and other bronze work were repaired.

The war memorial commemorates those from the village and surrounding district that dies in World War
| and Il.

Setting: The War Memorial is located in the centre of Market Square as an island where three roads
converge in the centre of Bushmills village; Main Street, Lower Main Street and Bridge Street. It is

Historical Information

The War Memorial at Bushmills, a granite pedestal bearing a life-size bronze statue of a soldier, was
constructed in Bushmill's Market Square in 1921. The structure was erected at the centre of Bushmills
as a permanent memorial to approximately 95 men from the village who gave their lives during the First
World War (the names of an additional 33 men were subsequently added to the memorial following the
Second World War). The Dictionary of Irish Architects notes that the war memorial was designed by
Charles Leonard Hartwell (1873-1951), a London-based sculptor who was best known for his war-
related work. Following the First World War Hartwell designed many prominent war memorials
throughout the United Kingdom, the most important of which was the statue of St. George and the
Dragon at Newcastle (1923). Hartwell continued to design war-related sculptures up until the 1940s
making the memorial at Bushmills one of his earlier commissions in the inter-war period. Hartwell's only
other commission in Northern Ireland is the war memorial at the Mall in Armagh which was unveiled in
1926 (DIA).

During the war the Petty Sessions District of Bushmills had raised £3,000 for ‘war comforts and kindred
objects’. In the aftermath of the conflict £1,300 of this fund was allocated to the erection of the memorial
in the Market Square. The committee commissioned Hartwell to design the life-sized bronze statue and
employed the Messers Christie, local building contractors, to construct the granite plinth. Hartwell
designed the statue in the form of an Ulster rifleman possessing a rifle and bayonet. The Imperial War
Museums website suggests that the statue depicts Private Robert Quigg of the 12th Battalion Royal Irish
Rifles, a local soldier who won the Victoria Cross at the Battle of the Somme, however research carried
out by a local historical group has found that the statue bears no likeness to Quigg (Robert Quigg VC
Commemoration Society website). Prior to having the sculpture mounted at Bushmills, Hartwell exhibited
the bronze statue at the Royal Academy in London. The completed war memorial was officially unveiled
on the 5th November 1921 by Lady Edith MacNaghten of Dundarave House, whose own sons had been
killed in the war. There were no changes made to the war memorial at Market Square until after the
Second World War when the names of an additional 33 men were added. A small memorial to Private
Robert Quigg was added to the base of the memorial following Quigg's death in 1955 (DIA; Ulster War

In 2009 the War Memorials Trust provided a grant of £2,500 towards a restoration of the war memorial in
Bushmills. Under the schedule of works the granite plinth of the memorial was rebuilt (due to the
existence of cracks in the original stone), whilst general repairs were made to the statue, plagues and
other bronze works by a specialised metal conservator (War Memorials Trust).
